THE CROWD AT THE CROSS:  SIMON PETER 

Introduction:  Do we ever overstate our status? 

Christ’s prediction about Peter (Matthew 19:30) 

I. “Many who are first will be last.” 

Lesson in lastness: 

A. At the lake, the first to fish  

(Luke 5:1-11). 

1. The lesson:  distrust yourself.  

Trust Jesus to care for you better than you can. 

B. At the supper and the garden, the first to fight  

(Matthew 26:31-35; John 18:10-11). 

C. In the courtyard, the first in flight (Matthew 26:69-75). 

1. The lesson:  Distrust yourself.  

Trust Jesus to know you better than you do. 

D. At the cross, the first becomes the last (John 19:33-34). 

II. “Many who are last will be first.” 

A. At the lake again, the first to fish (John 21:13-15). 

1. The last who will be first have first learned to be last. 

B. At Pentecost, the last at the cross becomes the first in 

proclaiming Christ. 

“The first thing to be learned by all who would become workers 

together with God is the lesson of self distrust….  There is no 

limit to the usefulness of one who, by putting self aside, makes 

room for the working of the Holy Spirit upon his heart, and lives 

a life wholly consecrated to God.”
